Article (2):

Agreement is not intended to give rise to any promise or consent
to enter into any agreement or arrangement with the Second

Party in any form.

Article (3):

The Second Party undertakes to use the resources and
Information of First Party only for performing our scope of work
relating to the services to be provided to First Party by us, their
affiliates, officers, employees, agents, consultants, and advisers
(hereinafter “Representatives”). The Second Party undertakes to
take all the necessary measures to maintain the security of these
resources and confidentiality of any related Information,
including requiring their Representatives to execute a non-
disclosure agreement in a form satisfactory to the First

Party.

Article (4):

The Second Party undertakes to keep confidential and not to
disclose, copy or take pictures or assign any disclosed or obtained
Information relating to matters and interests that the Second
Party or any of their Representatives may be informed about or
have received, directly or indirectly from the First Party, and
refrain from making copies or taking pictures of such Information

except where necessary for the provision of their services to First
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Party, and only after receiving a written consent in advance from

First Party.

Article (5):

The Second Party agrees and acknowledges that any computer
hardware or software, documents and authorities, or any
substantive or technical studies, researches or Information;
Representatives to First Party, whether obtained through direct
or indirect means, from sources related to First Party, or any of
its clients, or representatives as work products; are the exclusive
property of First Party, and any use of them outside of the
framework of our scope of work is strictly prohibited. The Second
Party also undertakes not to disclose, either directly or indirectly
any of foregoing Information to any person or entity under any
circumstances without the prior written consent issued by First

Party.

Article (6):

The Second Party agrees and acknowledges that their
Representatives are prohibited to damage, misuse, publish or
disclose or keep any document or confidential Information or
special equipment of First Party or any entity or other

organization working with First Party.

The Second Party shall use Information only for the above stated
purposes, and shall keep confidential and not disclose the
Information to any other person, firm or corporation, except to

the extent that any Information:

A- Is or becomes part of the public domain by no fault of
Receiving Party.

B- Was known to the Receiving Party prior to the disclosure by
Disclosing Party.

C- Is independently developed or acquired by the Receiving

Party without a breach of any Agreement.

D- Is required to be disclosed by law.
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Article (7):

The Second Party and their Representatives undertake to return
any Information or documents concerning First Party in their
possession immediately upon expiration or termination of the
Second Party services to First Party or the Representatives
services with the Second Party, or if requested by GEA at any

time.

Article (8):

Nothing in this Agreement shall be deemed to grant to the
Second Party a license (expressly or by implication) under any
patent, copyright or other intellectual property right. The Second
Party hereby acknowledges and confirms that all existing and
future intellectual property rights relating to the Confidential
Information are the exclusive property of the First Party. The
Second Party will not apply for or obtain any intellectual
property protection in respect of the Confidential

Information.

Article (9):

The Second Party undertakes that in case of any breach or
violation by them or their Representatives to any of the
provisions contained within this Agreement, and that may cause
damages to First Party, to inform First Party directly and urgently

to protect it from any risk or damage.

Article (10):

The First Party has the right to immediately terminate the
Agreement upon the violation of any of the provisions by the
Second Party hereof, without any obligations or liability on First
Party as a result of that termination. The Second Party shall also
compensate First Party for any damages or costs suffered by First
Party due to the Second Party’s violation of any of this

Agreement’s provisions.
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Article (11):

First Party shall be entitled to seek an injunction to restrain any

breach or the continuation of any breach of this Agreement.

Article (12):

This Agreement shall take effect on the date of its signing and the
obligations in this Agreement shall continue indefinitely unless

revoked by First Party.

Article (13):

This Agreement is governed by the laws and regulations of the

Kingdom of Saudi Arabia, and any dispute arising out of
